Important safety instructions

Please read the following instructions carefully.
1. To clean the LCD monitor screen:
. Turn off the LCD monitor and unplug the power cord.
. Spray a non-solvent cleaning solution onto a rag and clean the screen gently.

2. Remove the screws of the base for use, align the neck with the base,and tighten the screws.

3. Clip the bracket into the notch of the rear housing in sequence and press it down. Hear a "click"
and the installation is completed.
