1. Press the Menu Key to open the OSD.

HDR: can control off and auto, the default is off, set to auto will automatically detect
and deal with HDR signal.

1. When HDR = Auto, the Modes will also be automatically set to “HDR”.

2. When HDR = Auto, some parameters :(ACM, Gamma, Contrast, Low Blue Light,
Black Boost...) functions is gray out and disable, and if you change other adjustable
parameters, the “Modes” will not jump to “User” Mode.

Advance Contrast: Default is Off. When set to On, Can enhanced the contrast.

Super Sharpness: Turn the Super Sharpness On or Off. Super Sharpness technology
can simulate high-resolution images by boosting the pixel density of the original source
to make images sharper and clearer.

Low Blue Light: The display uses the low blue light panel. It complies with TUV
Rheinland Low Blue Light Hardware Solution ceritification under factory reset/default
setting (Low Blue Light=Standard, Brightness: 70%, Contrast: 50%, CCT: 6500K).

Max Brightness

Default: OFF

Off: Lower brightness

On: Restore original brightness.

When “Max Brightness” be changed, “Modes” will be reset to “Standard”.

. N/A means to follow the current parameter value (Ex. Low Blue Light parameter
value).

. Color Space = HDR, the Modes = HDR, Picture page HDR = Auto.

*  Modes = (Standard/ECO/Graphics/Movie/User) is selected; the color space is
auto set to “General”.
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*  Color Space = (sRGB/Rec.709/HDR/EBU/DCI/SMPTE-C), If to adjust the
parameter the Modes will not jump to User mode, but the Color Space =
“General” except.

*  Color Space = (sRGB/Rec.709/HDR/EBU/DCI/SMPTE-C), 6-Axis Hue &

7. Gamma: allows you to adjust the luminance tone. The default value is 2.2 (standard
value for windows). Adjust range are 1.8, 2.0, 2.2, 2.4 or 2.6.

8. Color Temp.: Default is warm. You can choose Cool, Normal, Warm, Low Blue light or
User.

@ Note:

*  Warm: Increases the color temperature. The screen appears warmer with a red/
yellow tint. This is the default preset mode.

. Normal: Loads the monitor's normal color settings.

e Cool: Decreases the color temperature. The screenappears cooler with a blue
tins.

. Low Blue Light: Decreases the level of blue light emitted from the screen to
make viewing more comfortable for your eyes.

. User: Allows you to manually adjust the color settings

9. Grayscale Mode:To choose Grayscale mode.
10. 6-axis Hue: Adjust the red, green, blue, yellow, magenta and cyan hue.

11. 6-axis Saturate: Adjust the red, green, blue, yellow, magenta and cyan saturation.
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Press the Menu Key to open the OSD.

Quick start mode: Select Off or On. Turn on to speed up boot speed.

USB Port Select:Select the USB Port from B-Type, C-Type and Auto.
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USB 3.2: The default is "On", can to controls determine the USB bandwidth.
