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Installing a micro SD Card or SIM Card
To install a microSD card and/or nano SIM card (ET56 only):

1. Press the Power button to turn off the device.

2. Lift the notched corner of the battery cover.

3. Carefully lift the battery cover off the device.
4. On the 8” version, push the two locking tabs up, then pull up on the tab to remove
battery.
